Investing in health is an essential building block of productive societies, where healthy citizens can
take part and contribute to their communities and economies. This virtuous cycle curbs poverty,
underpins healthy aging, and supports sustainable societal growth and prosperity. We commend the
Japanese government for using its 2019 presidency of the G20 to maintain a strong focus on global
health. Under Japan’s leadership, G20 health ministers released the Okayama Declaration setting
ambitious priorities for international action to bolster health. We encourage Saudi Arabia, as
incoming G20 president, to continue work in this vital field. Representing the global innovative
biopharmaceutical industry, our associations stand ready to partner with the G20 to identify policies
that will improve patient access to medicines, foster healthier societies and accelerate research into
new treatments and cures.

We particularly welcome the G20’s efforts to deepen the G20’s commitment to Universal Health
Coverage (UHC). Japan helped secure a commitment from G20 countries to promote good health
at all stages of life, including the prevention, control and management of communicable and non-
communicable diseases, regardless of one’s financial situation. Recognizing that the importance of
sustainable health financing as key to achieving UHC, we applaud Japan’s initiative to convene a
Joint Session of the G20 Finance and Health Ministers in parallel to the G20 summit in Osaka.
These efforts underscore the importance of partnership, across government agencies and with all
relevant stakeholders to seek holistic solutions that are tailored to each country’s specific public
health context and priorities. We encourage G20 leaders to move past silos and continue in this
cross-systemic collaboration to accelerate sustainable progress in resilient and quality primary
health care (PHC) services to achieve sustainable outcomes in UHC.

We also welcome that G20 countries recognized population aging as a global phenomenon with
social and economic implications towards achieving the 2030 agenda for SDGs. We encourage G20
Leaders to develop and implement comprehensive national plans for aging, including provision of
care for non-communicable diseases (NCDs) such as dementia.

We also applaud the G20’s work in 2019 to advance a collaborative, integrated approach to tackling
the challenge of Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR). The plight of AMR knows no borders,
impacting both developing and developed countries. The Okayama Declaration underscores the
importance of accelerated efforts to tackle AMR by calling for improved infection prevention and
control and an analysis of push and pull mechanisms to encourage investment in research and
development (R&D) for new antimicrobials. The R&D-based pharmaceutical companies believe
that partnership is a fundamental component for fostering innovation in this area.
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Finally, we welcome the G20’s focus this year on Global Health Security and Pandemic
Preparedness. While we must remain agile to react to emerging crisis, long term health promotion
and disease prevention is best achieved at the primary healthcare level, including through strong
and resilient national routine immunization programs, achieving high vaccination coverage across
all segments of the population and maintaining confidence in vaccines. In this regard, we commend
Japan’s leadership in hosting the Gavi replenishment launch event and encourage G20 leaders to
support Gavi’s third replenishment next year.

Given these accomplishments, we encourage the government of Saudi Arabia to continue to
deepen the G20’s commitment to health and support efficient and responsive healthcare systems
adapted to domestic and global health priorities to achieve improved security, productivity and
wellbeing of people worldwide.
